, born and bred in the Rangitikei established Chester Farm, a well
respected pre training and sales preparation facility near Cambridge. When a young
horse that she had prepared for sale on behalf of overseas owners proved hard to
sell Margaret was persuaded to turn her hand to training him herself. The horse
was named Longfella and he went on to win the 1972 Manawatu Sires Produce
Stakes and be named head of the 1971/72 Free Handicap for two-year-olds.

Shortly after Margaret relocated to Awapuni and over the next 30 years she
turned out a steady stream of winners. No doubt the highlight of her career was
5th October, 1985, the day she prepared Magnitude to win the Epsom Handicap
at Randwick in the hands of Malcolm Johnston and a few minutes later Lacka
Reason prevailed in the Turnbull Stakes at Flemington, ridden by Gary Willetts.
Lacka Reason was owned by Mrs Monroe Browne, the wife of the then American
Ambassador to New Zealand.

Many of the horses Margaret trained, including Magnitude, belonged to her brother
Jim, a past President of the NZ Racing Conference. Other top horses she prepared
for Jim included London Trader a major winner not only as a 3 year old but later
the winner of the Winter Cup at Riccarton.

Coincidentally just 2 days prior to Margaret’s funeral the old war horse Nashville
won this year’s Winter Cup for Jim’s son Adrian and his son Harry Bull.

had a long & distinguished role in racing. In his early days he
worked in the Office of the Wellington Racing Club and then took up a role
as a Stipendiary Steward, based in Christchurch. Later he was transferred to
Palmerston North. In the mid 1960’s he was appointed Secretary of the Manawatu
Racing Club. Over the next 25 years Bill expanded the role to the extent that
the Rangitikei Racing Club and the Marton Jockey Club relocated their race days
and administration to Awapuni. The Office also undertook the Secretarial duties
for the Feilding Jockey Club. Remember these were the days when each Club
ran reasonably autonomously and the establishment of regional programming
Committees and their like were in their infancy. Bill was well versed in all racing
matters and well respected by his peers, owners and trainers. He was awarded an
O.B.E. for services to racing.

Together with the Fell family of Fairdale Stud Bill rejuvenated the Manawatu Sires
Produce Stakes by offering a free service to Pakistan Il as part of the stake and
introducing an early nomination system. The time honoured event, first run in
1908 had lost some of its standing. With Bill's enthusiasm, which included a sweep
around the countryside canvassing for entries, the event soon had a lift in stakes
and prestige.

Bill and his family raced a number of horses, one of the most successful being
Curiosity, which was trained by Dick Bothwell. Bill was well supported by his wife
Jane and his family in his racing endeavours. Daughter Philippa worked in the
Awapuni office for many years and son Mark currently races Counties & Brisbane
Cup winner Chocante amongst others.

, a retired Palmerston North Accountant, was a member of the
Manawatu Racing Club Committee for many years. He bred and sold or raced many
horses, a number being by Sir Tristram. From Pride of Chantilly he bred and raced
the top race mare Happiness, winner of 10 races including the Thorndon Mile.
Recent Woodville winner Look Out is from the same family.

Laurie was the initial Secretary of the Association when it was formed, a position
he held for around 20 years.

Jenny and her husband Hamish have a farm at Rangitata,
and with their daughter Kimberley inheriting her
mother’s passion for riding, there have always been
horses on their property.

In the racing industry breeding has always played an
integral part in producing top performers on the race
track, and the same can be said for the people involved in
the sport. Jenny has these special bloodlines in spades.

Her parents, Peter and Denise Hudson, successfully
raced, trained and bred horses at their Fairview farm, The
Barton. Peter was on the committee of the Timaru Racing
Club and then President for many years, as was Jenny's
uncle John Richards. John and Donalda Richards also bred
and raced horses in Timaru, and another uncle, Bill Grant,
owned Strathconan Stud at Washdyke, where the likes of
Jekyll, Grey William, Darnley and Country Dance stood
at Stud.

Inheriting the love of horses and riding from a young age,
Jenny started working the race horses for her parents,
the positive being, as soon as she got her car licence she
was allowed to drive to school instead of travelling on
the school bus.

After completing High School Jenny spent a year working
at State Insurance which wasn't really her thing, then she
carried on working on the family farm.

Fairview galloping trainer Graeme Jackson lived 1%z miles
down the road, so for a couple of years Jenny rode work
for him. She and Graeme trotted the horses up to the
Hudsons farm to exercise them on the plough track, then
they walked them back home. Jenny loved it.

In 1979 Graeme Jackson campaigned his steeplechaser
Terex, and Open class galloper Lord Hymac, in the North
Island and Jenny travelled up to look after them. They
were based at Palmerston North and Jenny borrowed a
push bike to travel back and forth to the race track from
her motel. She had strict training instructions in writing

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from Graeme and followed them to the letter.
The locals were not friendly towards her as
they wondered who this young girl from the
South Island was and when she rode Terex
with Lord Hymac on the lead for their 20
minutes trotting each morning before their
individual work out, they thought she was
mad. The exception was Gus Clutterbuck, he
was a brilliant help. Gus organised another
jockey and they rode the gallops for Jenny.
Graeme flew up for each race meeting.

Terex had his first start up north in the
Wanganui Steeplechase but they just ran him
off his feet. His next start was at Hawkes
Bay but unfortunately he fell at the third to
last fence when leading. Next up both horses
raced at Manawatu where luck changed for
the better and they both won. Terex the
Manawatu Steeplechase and Lord Hymac the
Open Stayers Race. Terex went on to run 2nd
in the Wellington Steeplchase and then he
won the Eric Riddiford Steeplechase on the
last day of the Trentham Winter Carnival.

In early 2010 Denise Hudson passed away
after a very long and courageous battle with
cancer. She was a wonderful woman, and
was one of the founders of the Riding for
the Disabled in Timaru. For several years

it was operated out of an old school house
shifted onto their farm especially for the
Association’s use.

The Eulogy Club was formed in July
1989, with the objective being to foster
interest in thoroughbred racing and to
promote fellowship and goodwill by
including people who wanted to be
more than just punters but weren’t able
to own a horse. Some of the people
involved in the formation of the Club
were prominent in the industry including
Jack Glengarry, Peter O’Shanassy, Claire
Reid, Paul Vettise, Janice Webster and
John Trumper. The Eulogy Club found

its name from the highly successful
broodmare Eulogy who was purchased in
England in 1915 by Mr GM Currie for his
Koatanui Stud just a few miles northwest
of Wanganui. Eulogy, who is in the NZ
Racing Hall of Fame, still shows up in
pedigrees.

Over the years the Club achieved its

objectives by promoting Wanganui racing with
sponsorships of various race day activities
including prizes for best presented horse as well

The death of Jenny’s mum hit her hard and that
was part of the reason Jenny and her daughter
went up to the Selwyn River Stud Unreserved
Dispersal Sale on the 26th March 2010. She
thought it might be nice to purchase a weanling
as she loved mucking around with foals.

When she went in to Register as a Buyer, Joe
Walls, one of the NZ Bloodstock Auctioneers,
asked her what she was interested in and

she pointed to Lot 2, a weanling filly by
Edenwold out of the Zabeel mare Lady Gazelle.
He reached over and circled Zabeel on the
catalogue page and said “well you couldn’t

go wrong with that in the pedigree.” The filly
came up for auction but went for more than
Jenny was prepared to pay. Brian Gliddon was
standing beside her and he said he knew the
mare’s previous owners, the Goulds, and Jenny
should have a look at her. She and Kimberley
went over to the paddock the mares were in
and Lady Gazelle was a small, thin, scruffy
specimen with a nice eye and a good shoulder
like her sire Zabeel.

Jenny put in a couple of bids on her but there was
some competition and she had virtually given up
when Brian Gliddon encouraged her to put one
more bid in, she did and the auctioneer said “sold
to the lady in the red top” and that was her.

I walked up to Jenny after the sale and she told
me she had bought a mare and she said “What
did I do that for?”

as providing opportunities for club members
to gather and enjoy the sport of kings. We
also had guest speakers such as Kevin Gray to
broaden our knowledge of the industry. Kevin,
Kathleen and Stephen Gray were at that time
training out of Copper Belt Lodge near Patea
and gave us a number of chances to see how a
well run stable functioned.

An off-shoot of the goodwill and interest
fostered was that many new people were
introduced to racehorse ownership, some of
which was by way of syndication. Some of the
people who enjoyed success and who come

to mind include Roy Knofflock, Arthur Barnes,
Frank James, Janice Webster, Paul Bardell, Diane
McNaught, Walter Lennox and Brian O’Dea.
Others involved were Barry Burgess, Gordon
Hood, Cathie Matthews, Grant Hird, Errol
McNaught and of course Clair Reid along with
the O’Leary clan of Who Shot Thebarman fame.
For a number of years the Eulogy Club ran an
annual bus trip to the Bayer Classic at Levin
and then latterly at Otaki and this was a real
highlight.
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I laughed and told her it was just in her genes,
she couldn’t help it.

Later in the year Lady Gazelle foaled a bay
colt by Edenwold, but Jenny never felt he
was racehorse material, he just didn’t have
the right physique or attitude. He was later
broken in and ridden but only as a pleasure
horse.

In 2011 Washdyke veterinarian, Donna
Williamson, was sent the well performed Van
Nistelrooy stallion Onceuponatime, to stand
at her Belmont Park Stud. He is a lovely big,
good natured, well conformed stallion, so
Jenny took her mare there to be served by
him.

Fast forward six years and the decision

to buy Lady Gazelle and later send her to
Onceuponatime is proving to be a very good
one. Onemorewhiskey won his first start at
Timaru on 10th April in a Maiden 1200m race,
then went to Ashburton in a R65 1400m on
10th May and ran a close second, and on 2nd
June he again raced at Timaru this time in a
R65 1600m and won easily. In all three starts
he was ridden by North Island Jockey Alysha
Collett.

Jenny is thrilled with the patience trainer
Lance Robinson has shown in Whiskey's race
preparation, and she knows that this has
played a huge part in her horse’s success.

During the period the club functioned, Diane
McNaught with Craig Connell owned Lady
Tristimus and she went on to be the dam of
Bulginbah. Paul Bardell was having success
with among others Centre Crest but carried on
to further enjoyment this century with Janice
Webster, Brian O’'Dea and Frank James in Beau
Dane and Beau Agen.

One of Kevin Gray's great ambitions was to win
the Cuddle Stakes, which he did with Roman
Penny. Involved in the syndicate were Claire
Reid, Frank James, Roy Knofflock and Arthur
Barnes. Roman Penny could be difficult at the
barriers — had a nasty cow kick — but as she was
nearly always favourite the barrier boys worked
hard and she was never late scratched.

There had been a number of clubs similar to
the Eulogy Club and it outlasted most of them.
However, after fourteen years of operation,
membership and enthusiasm waned and the
club was disbanded and the remaining funds
were passed to the Wanganui Jockey Club to
assist with promotion of local racing.

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NZ FRESHMEN SIRES 2017

There are a lot more options for broodmare owners this season as
there are at least 12 new stallions heading to stud for the first time,
including some very good prospects.

It's the biggest set of new additions to our stallion ranks for some
time, reflecting the upsurge in Australian racing and breeding, the
continuing growth into Asia and the long-awaited lift in stakes
domestically.

For those that have been holding off breeding waiting for the tide to
turn, this is probably the year to think about
sending that mare back off to stud as there
are expanding off-shore markets creating keen
demand for well-bred and well-grown NZ
thoroughbreds.

Gingernuts, Jon Snow and Bonneval have
flown the flag for our 3yos in the past season,
winning classics here and in Australia, and
they will spearhead a concerted NZ raid on
the spring features in Australia over the next
three months.

Most breeders will have already made their
choicses for the season, and there are very
many proven sires that are available — bar
Ifraaj (fully booked) and possibly Tavistock,
but for those still to make up their minds
here's a rundown of the attributes of the
freshmen sires who are in my view worthy of
consideration.

Vadamos: there is not a better performed
horse going to stud in NZ this year than this
son of Monsun, who will stand at Rich Hill at a
fee of $15,000. He achieved a Timeform rating
of 126 last year off the back of a facile win in the Gr1 Prix de Moulin
(1600m) and a second to Ribchester in the Gr1 Prix Jacques Le Marois.
He also won a Gr2 and Gr3 race in France and placed 4" in the Cox
Plate and Emirates Stakes at the conclusion of his 2016 campaign.

He is touted as the fastest son of champion German sire Monsun, a
noted source of stamina, from a listed-winning Peintre Celebre half-
sister to top-class miler Valixir. A highly-attractive, rangy dark bay
horse, he is sure to be popular among broodmare owners wanting an
injection of middle distance speed.

Turn Me Loose: this powerful, front-running sprinter/miler is sure
to attract a very good book in his initial season, given his sire was
booked out after Jon Snow’s win in the AJC Derby in the autumn. He
had precocious ability, winning at 2 before taking out the Hawkes
Bay and 2000 Guineas in exhilarating fashion as a spring 3yo. He then
footed it with some of the best sprinter-milers in Australia as a spring
4yo.

He is out of a Danehill mare whose dam was bred on the well-proven
Sadler’s Wells/Shirley Heights cross. Standing at Windsor Park for
$15,000, he ticks a lot of boxes and it’s hard not to see him making
his mark at stud.

Tarzino: the first son of Tavistock to go to stud, he was also one

of his early flagbearers, winning the VRC Derby in the spring before
placing in the Australian Guineas and landing the Rosehill Guineas in
the autumn to be named champion Australian 3yo colt of 2015-16.

He carries the physical stamp of his sire, but also the quality from his

damsire Zabeel. His second dam is a sister in blood to the outstanding

3yo and older horse Sky Chase, from the immediate family of

outstanding race horse and sire Vice Regal. He stands his first season
at Westbury Stud for $15,000.

Preferment: Brighthill has done extremely
well to secure probably the best stallion
prospect form of the last few crops of the
great Zabeel. Preferment won the VRC
Derby as a spring 3yo and was runner-up to
Volkstok’n’barrell in the Rosehill Guineas

in the autumn. He then stamped himself an
outstanding wfa performer with his wins
the following season in three wfa classics:
the VRC Turnbull Stakes, the Australian Cup
and the STC BMW.

He was named champion Australian

stayer that season. These are significant
credentials for a sire that will attempt to
fill the void left by his sire as a source of
classic ability and stamina, though it should
be noted his dam (by RFlying Spur) is from
a West Australian family more noted for
speed than stamina.

Belardo: this son of Lope De Vega joins
sire of the season Ifraaj and champion
2 season sire Showcasing at Haunui. As
a form analyst, pedigree enthusiast and
linebreeder I'm excited about his prospects. A son of Shamardal (by
Giant’s Causeway), Lope de Vega won the French 2000 Guineas and
Derby. He is linebred 3x3 to a son and daughter of Machiavellian.

Belardo is the best of his four Gr1 winners to date (his best to date in
Australia, where he has shuttled, the Gr1 Goodwood Stakes winner
Vega Magic). The champion European 2yo of 2014, his best win was
in the Dewhurst Stakes at Newmarket. He disappointed in his classic
year, but came back at four to win the Gr1 Lockinge Stakes and finish
runner-up to champion mare Tepin in the Queen Anne Stakes at Ascot
in the process earning a Timeform high of 125.

Belardo is out of a Gr1 placed Danehill mare from the family of
champion French sprinter Kistena. He carries three lines of Natalma
on his damside to go with the two lines of Machiavellian on his
sireline. Bred to these genetic strengths he could be very successful at
stud.

He would suit mares by sons of Danehill from families that reflect his
French heritage. He stands at a very reasonable $8,000.

Rageese: this is the freshmen sire | have the highest expectations
of. He is one of three freshmen joining the stallion roster at Windsor
Park, where he stands for an initial fee of $8,000. A son of the

the incomparable Winx, he is out of Dehere (by Deputy Minister)
mare Rabsha.

The next dam was bred in Japan by their long-standing champion
sire Sunday Silence (by Halo, damsire of Machiavellian) from a
mare by Danehill whose dam was the champion race filly and mare
Emancipation (by Bletchingly, from a mare by the mighty Gunsynd).

These are iconic bloodlines and while he did not quite live up to them
he did more than enough to earn a place at stud. Rageese was runner-
up to Golden Slipper winner Pride of Dubai in the Sires Produce Stakes
at Randwick and earlier runner-up in the Pago Pago Stakes.

He did not make the grade as a 3yo and won his best race at the
Melbourne Spring carnival as a 4yo, beating Arod in a fast-run Gr3
1400m on the undercard of the Melbourne Cup.

He never came up in his last campaign which started in Adelaide and
ended in Brisbane. His pedigree suggests to me he will suit a wide
range of mares. Redoute’s Choice is a good place to start, but lines of
Southern Halo and Rahy and additional lines of Deputy Minister could
help bring out his genetic strengths.

Wrote: this is the other freshmen sire who warrants a mention.

I recall watching him win the Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Turf Stakes
(1600m) at Churchill Downs in November 2011, another notable
achievement in the remarkable career of his sire High Chaparral (by
Sadler’s Wells), the champion British 2yo who won the Epsom and
Irish Derbies and capped his career by becoming the first horse to win
back-to-back runnings of the Breeders Cup Turf Classic.

Wrote has a superb pedigree notable for its linebreeding. He is bred
4x3 to Kris (by Sharpen Up), 4x4 to the wonderful taproot mare
Special (by Forli) and 5x6x7 to another important matriarch in Lalun.
This makes him suitable to a wide array of mares, including those
carrying lines of Sadler’s Wells brother Fairy King (sire of Encosta de
Lago and Shinko King) and near relative Nureyev (sire of Stravinsky
and damsire of Zabeel and Ifraaj).

| think he could work very well with the right type of mare by Darci
Brahma and he’s a linebreeding match ‘made-in-heaven’ for mares by
Rip Van Winkle. He could also upgrade mares by Civics, whose dam is
by Kris’ brother Diesis. Highview Stud is giving him every chance to
make an impact by standing him at $5,000.
